1.1 
THE BACKGROUND OF THE WRITING 
     
Novel is one of literary works. It has many kinds of genre such as thriller and romantic suspense. Novel with interesting plot and conflict will attract many readers. A novel can be a good friend to spend free time. We can read it whenever and where ever we want for pleasure. In order to write the final project, the writer chooses to write a book review about a novel entitled Almost Dead. 

Almost Dead is a novel written by Lisa Jackson in 2007 in New York. The genre is romantic suspense. This novel tells about the intricacies of Cahill family’s life. The Cahill family is a prominent and very wealthy family. Conflicts arise from a grudge that has long been kept by a daughter whose existence is not acknowledged by her own mother. She wants to take revenge to her mother but she directs her revenge to her younger sister. This younger sister is taken care by the Cahill family and she has a decent life. One by one the member of Cahill family is killed anonymously.

The original novel was published by ZEBRA BOOKS in August 2007. The ISBN number is 978-0-8217-7579-0. In 2009, it was translated in Indonesian and published by Dastan Books. The ISBN number is 978-979-3972-56-5. Ambhita Dhiyaningrum, the translator, translates this novel well so it is easy to read. She is very good at choosing the diction so that the essence of the first language is not changed and the plot of the original novel is not off the mark. 

This novel has 528 pages, 20 cm length and 14cm width. The novel consists of 22 chapters. The design of the novel’s cover is dominated by gray and black colours. In the front cover, there is a picture of a woman lying down in a box. The gray colour may represent a novel genre that is romantic suspense. This genre is identical with dark or murky things, while the woman lying in a box depicts the protagonist who is currently under the threat of the antagonist. 

Flashback and dramatic plot are offered in this novel. Surprise by surprise dominates the novel and tenses the reader. Those are arranged interestingly in the conflicts of the story and make the reader curious to read the novel.

 AUTHOR’S REVIEW AND HER WORKS


Lisa Jackson is the number one best-selling American author based on New York Times version. Her complete name is Susan Lisa Jackson. She was born in 1952 in United States. Now, she lives with her family in Pacific North-west, US.

Lisa Jackson can not keep away from murder things. Before she became a nationally bestselling author, she was a woman struggling to keep food on the table by writing novels, hoping that someone would pay her for them. Today, she is a novelist in murder specialist, her books appear on The New York Times, the USA Today, and the Publishers Weekly national bestseller lists. 

She has written over 75 novels at some genres such as Romance, Romantic Suspense, Mystery, and Thriller. She wrote her first novel in 1983. Some of her works are A Twist of Fate (1983), A Husband to Remember (1993), Dark Ruby/Dark Sapphire (2005), Left to Die (2008), Chosen to Die (2009), Born to Die (August 2011), Afraid to Die (June 2012) and there are still many more (file:///G:/Lisa Jackson (author).htm).

CHAPTER II

SUMMARY

Cissy Cahill is the main character of this story. She was born in a prominent and wealthy family. Her husband is Jack. Cissy has a son named Bryan Jack. Cissy’s father has died, while her mother, Marla Cahill, has been jailed for five years for murder. She has a younger brother, James Cahill, who lives with Cissy’s aunt and uncle in Oregon. Cissy has a grandmother, Eugenia Cahill. They live separately. Eugenia lives in her fancy house. Once a week, Cissy comes and brings her son to meet his great grandmother. Cissy has good friends in a coffee shop, Diedre and Rachelle. They are waitress there.
Marla Amhurst was born in a honorable and rich family. Marla has a younger brother, Rory Cahill, who is taken care in a rehabilitation house since he was child. He actually was born as a normal child but an incident causes  permanent nerve brain damage. Her parents are Victoria and Conrad Amhurst. They send Marla to Cahill House. They are ashame of Marla behavior. Cahill House is a foundation for teenagers who are pregnant before marriage. This foundation is built by Cahill family. She gives birth to baby girl named Diedre. She gives her daughter up for adoption. In Cahill House, she meets Eugenia’s son. They decide to get married . She gets a daughter and a son from her marriage. They are Cissy Cahill and James Cahill. Marla’s life is not going well. She is jailed for murder. It is not mentioned who is killed by Marla. However, she succees to escape from jail with Diedre’s help who impersonates as Elyse. 
Diedre reverts to Marla’s life to take revenge on Marla’s treatment towards her. She wants to make Cahill Family shattered and to possess Amhurst’s inheritance. She cooperates with Jonathan to bring it into reality. Jonathan is Jack’s father. They use Marla as the black sheep of their murder plan. They want to get all of Cahill’s wealth, especially for Jonathan who arranges the acquainting between Jack and Cissy until their marriage. However, a misunderstanding between Jonathan and Diedre causes of  Jonathan’s death. Diedre shoots Jonathan in the heart. 

Cissy feels that life is hard for her. There are many conflicts in Cissy’s life. Her relationship with her husband is not going well. Cissy accuses her husband of having an affair with Larrisa, her officemate. They are in the process of divorce. Moreover, her mother has escaped. For several weeks, she has to deal with the police officers who constanly interrogate her about the possibility of the existence of her mother.


One by one the members of Cahill family is killed anonymously. The first murder victim is Eugenia. Cissy finds her grandmother lying on the floor with blood pooling beneath her head. The detective estimates that someone has pushed her from the balcony. The second victim is Rory Cahill. He dies of an overtaking drug. Someone intentionally gives him a drug that should not be consumed by him. The third victim is Cherise Favier, the cousin of Cissy’s father. She dies of gunshot wound. These all incidents make Cissy so frustrated. In addition, her son is kidnapped. All suspicions are pointed to Marla but it is not proven yet. Marla is found dead of gunshot wound. Who the suspect in the murders is still questioned. It is such a complicated riddle. 

Cissy gets a call from someone who kidnaps her son. She knows that the abduction is not for money. It is for a resenment. After the call, two detectives who handle Cissy’s case come to her house. They bring a new clue for the case. Paterno, one of the detectives, brings an identity card of the murder suspect. It is Elyse’s ID card. Cissy recognizes the picture in the ID card as Diedre. She can not believe it. Her friend that she knows quite well. Paterno tells Cissy about what he finds on Eugenia’s diary. He finds that Marla has a daughter before she marries Cissy’s father. The daughter is Diedre. Cissy and Jack can not wait anymore. They decide to find their son by herself without police’s help. They go to Amhurst’s family house in Sausalito because they believe Diedre hides there. 

In Amhurst’s house, the riddle has revealed. Diedre tells everything. She tells Cissy the secret of Cahill Family about her. The secret is about Cissy and Diedre relationship. Diedre tells Cissy that she is also Marla daughter. Marla threw her away since she was a child. She has long kept revenge. She waits for time to take vengeance on Cahill Family especially to Cissy. After the death of several Cahill family members, it is time to Cissy’s turn. Diedre tries to kill Cissy and Jack. First, Diedre shoots Jack. It makes Jack collapse and faint to the floor. Then Diedre shoots Cissy’s waist. They involve in a fisticuffs. She tries to push Cissy off balcony. She does not succeed. Jack gets up and shoots diedre’s back. She falls off the stairs and bangs the banister. 
After that incident, Diedre lays in a coma for several days. She finally dies when the machine that is always monitoring her pulse and a ventilator is turned off by the doctor because there is no sign of any recovery. Cissy and Jack are fully recovered from their wound. Cissy decides to cancel her separation with Jack. 
CHAPTER III

REVIEW OF THE BOOK
3.1 The Strengths of the Book 

     3.1.1 Characters

Stanton explains in his book Teori Fiksi, “Terma ‘karakter’ biasanya dipakai dalam dua konteks. Konteks pertama, karakter merujuk pada individu-individu yang muncul dalam cerita seperti ketika ada orang yang bertanya; ‘Berapa karakter yang ada dalam cerita itu?’. Konteks kedua, karakter merujuk pada percampuran dari berbagai kepentingan, keinginan, emosi dan prinsip moral dari individu-individu tersebut seperti yang tampak implisit pada pertanyaan; ‘Menurutmu, bagaimanakah karakter dalam cerita itu?’. Dalam  sebagian besar cerita dapat ditemukan satu ‘karakter utama’ yaitu karakter yang berkaitan dengan semua peristiwa yang berlangsung dalam cerita (2012: 33).

Based on the above explanation, it means that there are two contexts of characters. First, character is the figure created by the author and second, character is the traits or behavior of the figure in the story.

The author creates strong and shrewd image for the characters in this novel. Some of the characters are described implicitly, but the rest are explicitly.  The characters are:
a. Cissy Cahill, she is the heiress granddaughter of Eugenie Cahill. She is a strong-principled woman yet apart from her character, she is a soft-nature woman. She always pretends that she does not need Jack. In fact,  she can not refuse Jack’s persuasion. In her deepest heart, she still loves and expects her husband’s presence. It can be seen in the dialogue below:
“Tidur yang nyenyak, ya?” ucapannya kepada B.J.. Diam-diam ia berharap Jack ada di sana bersama mereka. Ia akan merasa nyaman jika Jack berada di sana untuk melindungi mereka. 

Meskipun Jack adalah seorang lelaki berengsek yang curang dan pendusta (Jackson, 2009: 200). 

b. Diedre is a waitress in a Cissy favourite coffee shop. She is a hypocrite and shrewd woman. She can be assumed as having a dynamic character. Her character changes during the story. In the beginning of the story, Diedre is a good person. She always listens to Cissy’s stories, she even helps Cissy in Eugenie’ death banquet.  It can be explained in the dialogue between Diedre and Cissy:

“Aku menikah beberapa tahun lalu,” ujar Diedre. “Kami punya sebuah rumah dan saat bercerai, karena ular itu mengkhianatiku, aku tak bisa membayar biaya perawatannya. Suamiku membelinya dariku. Aku Cuma mendapatkan beberapa ribu dolar dan kini dia pindah dengan pacarnya ke rumah yang berharga miliaran. Jadi aku ditipu. Apa pun yang terjadi, pertahankan rumahmu. Diedre menatap Rachelle yang pernikahanya bahagia. “Baiklah, aku sudah mengatakannya.”
“Aku akan mengingatnya baik-baik,” kata Cissy (Jackson, 2009: 230).
However, at the end of the story, she totally changes, the doer all of the homicide is her. She also a ”psycho” woman. It can be seen from Paterno’s word repeting Gene’s, his friend’s opinion about Diedre:

“Kata Gene, makin usianya bertambah, Diedre makin, menurut istilah Gene, ‘psikopat’ dan ‘obsesif.’ Karena itulah, ketika Diedre menolak konseling, mereka akhirnya bercerai. Tanpa anak” (Jackson, 2009: 476).
She organizes all of the plans with Jonathan, Jack’s father. She is the undesirable daughter of Marla Cahill. The conspiracy is clearly described in the dialogue when Jonathan, somethimes called Jack, says angrily to Diedre:
“Kau tidak seharusnya menculik cucuku!” Kemarahan Jack membuat sekujur tubuhnya bergetar. “Dia adalah mata rantainya. Aku berjuang keras untuk mengenalkan anakku, Jack, dengan Cissy, hingga akhirnya mereka menikah. Kupikir aku bakal memenangkan lotre. Lalu mereka mulai bicara tentang perceraian, dan kau… kau mengacaukan semuanya. Aku tidak tahu kenapa aku pernah tertarik kepadamu.”

“Jack…”

“Aku Jonathan,” ujarnya dingin, menolak nama panggilan yang diberikan Diedre kapadanya (Jackson, 2009: 498, 499).
She also wants to kill all of Amhurst familly so she can take all of Amhurst’s inheritance. It is shown in the author’s description about Jonathan’s and Diedre’s plan: 

Idenya bukan hanya untuk menghancurkan keluarga Cahill dan menguasai harta kekayaannya, tetapi juga keluarga Amhurst. Ia yang menawarkan ide tersebut dan Diedre menganggapnya sebagai ide yang brilian (Jackson, 2009: 505). 
c. Jonathan is Jack’s father. He is a hypocrite man. He can be counted as having dynamic character like Diedre. In front of many people, he shows his fatherly side. In fact, he is the master behind  the conspiracy. He wants to get all of Cahill’s wealth. It can be explained in the author’s description about their plan: 
Air mata Diedre kian menderas ketika teringat saat ia memaparkan rencannya kepada Marla… tentang bagaimana mereka menguasai harta Amhurst. Rory harus mati, tentu saja, dan James yang tinggal di Oregon, tentu saja, dan lalu Cissy. Pada awalnya, Marla menolak ide itu dengan keras. Tapi penjara rupanya telah menempanya menjadi sosok yang keras dan Cissy telah mengabaikan ibunya. Akhirnya, Marla setuju dengan rencana pembunuhan itu, meskipun tentu saja, ia tidak tahu kalau Jonathan berencana akan menimpakan semua kesalahan kepadanya atau kalau tidak membunuhnya, menjebloskannya kembali ke dalam penjara. Diedre membujuk seolah-olah Marla telah mati atau melarikan diri ke Oregon (Jackson, 2009: 502).  
d. Marla Amhrust Cahill is a “psycho” mother who neglects her daughter.
It can be seen in the authors’s description about Marla’s treatsment towards Diedre:

“…semua yang seharusnya menjadi miliknya telah hilang. Lenyap. Karena ibunya telah memberikannya kepada orang lain untuk diadopsi” (Jackson, 2009: 478).

She has been jailed for 5 years for murder. When one by one member of Cahill family is killed, all suspicion point to the escaped Marla, but it proves differently, Marla is found dead of gunshot wound. 

Lisa Jackson delineates most of the characters clearly; she reveals the character behavior directly in the text. It can be seen in Cissy’s feeling about her relation to her mother:
Sejak kecil ia tumbuh bersama Marla dengan kebekuan dan sikapnya yang selalu menjaga jarak. Ia menerima semua itu. Ia menerima kenyataan bahwa keluarganya adalah sekumpulan orang-orang yang dingin dan ganjil (Jackson, 2009: 21). 

3.1.2 Plot

Plot is the important aspect in a story. It arranges the story direction. It is the structure of events in a story and the casual relationship between them. Plot can be divided into two kinds, flash forward and flashback plot. Flash forward means the flow of the story is derived from the beginning to the end, while flashback plot means the flow of the story is derived back to the past event then reverts to forward event. Based on the explanation, this novel plot is a combination. It means that the author uses flash forward plot and flashback plot. This combination makes this novel interesting. Actually, this novel is a retelling story of past events. The main antagonist character recalls all events in the past. The flash forward plot can be seen in the prologue of the novel that attaches date and day:
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Mereka pikir aku akan mati.


Aku mendengar mereka berbisik-bisik satu sama lain.

Mereka mengira aku tak dapat mendengar mereka, tapi sebenarnya aku bisa mendengarkan setiap patah kata yang mereka ucapkan (Jackson, 2009: 7).
The prologues and the epilogue in this story indicate present day. There are only five prologues and an epilogue along the 22 chapters. It can be assumed that flashback is the main plot. It brings an intricated story and unexpected complications.

The flashback plot in this novel gives and creates dramatic touch to the story. It is shown in the Cissy’s notions of Diedre: 

Karena kau adalah saudara tirinya. Kau dengar suaranya di telepon? Dia membencimu. 
Tapi kenapa? 
Karena dalam pikirannya yang menyimpang, kau adalah anak emas, anak pilihan. Kau hidup bersama ibumu. Marla tidak membuangmu. Kau menjadi anggota keluarga Cahill.

Tapi Diedre punya orangtua sendiri, dua orang yang mencintainya.

Tapi dia menjadi kacau, dan dia menginginkan apa yang kau miliki, termasuk anakmu (Jackson, 2009: 485).

 The author knows well how to construct the reader’s imagination. 


3.1.3 Irony 

According to Stanton in Teori Fiksi: secara umum, ironi dimaksudkan sebagai cara untuk menunjukkan bahwa sesuatu berlawanan dengan apa yang telah diduga sebelumnya. Ironi terbagi menjadi dua, ‘ironi dramatis’ dan ‘tone ironi’. Ironi dramatis atau alur dan situasi biasanya muncul melalui kontras dimetris antara penampilan dan realitas, antara maksud dan tujuan seorang karakter dengan hasilnya, atau antara harapan dengan apa yang sebenarnya. Sedangkan Tone Ironi atau Ironi Verbal digunakan untuk menyebut cara berekspresi yang mengungkapkan makna dengan cara berkebalikan (2012: 71-72).

Based on the explanation above, it can be concluded that the irony in the story is made to outwit the readers. Irony has specific intention to cover up something or even to indicate a meaningful satire. 

In this novel, there are many ironies that emerge both dramatic irony and ironic tone. The author is very clever playing the irony of the story to brace the plot or the conflict. She is also shrewd to outwit the reader's train of thought by using irony. From the beginning chapter of this story, the irony is verbal irony expressed by Cissy. It can be seen when she always says no to Jack and refuses Jack’s help although in her deepest heart she still loves him. It is clearly described in the Cissy’s feeling about Jack:

Bodoh. Bodoh. Bodoh. Malam ini di sofa. Besok malam di kamar ini? Lalu, apa? Apa kau akan memaafkannya begitu saja? Apa dia akan membuatmu sakit hati lagi? Membuat kau dan B.J. berada dalam emosi yang tidak menentu di sepanjang hidup kalian? Kau tidak boleh membiarkannya, Cissy. Tidak peduli seberapa pun kau menginginkanya. Jack Holt adalah seorang aktor, sederhana dan bersahaja. Dia mungkin tidak bermaksud melukaimu, tapi jika kau membiarkanya kembali kepadamu, dia akan kembali melukaimu (Jackson, 2009: 107).
 Meanwhile, the dramatic irony is shown by Diedre, a coffee shop waitress who always becomes the outpouring of the Cissy’s heart and gives her good advices. In fact, Diedre is originally a terrible figure. It can be explained in the dialogue between Cissy and Dierde when they are in a dispute: 
Kau monster. Kau membunuh semua orang yang punya hubungan denganmu, termasuk ibumu sendiri. kenapa kau lakukan itu? Melarikannya dari penjara hanya untuk membunuhnya? Karena dia membuangmu? Itu alasanmu? Karena dia tidak bisa mencintaimu? (Jackson, 2009: 517).
Then another dramatic irony can be seen from Elyse’s attitude toward Marla. She helps Marla to escape from prison, provides all her needs, and even helps her to kill one by one of Cahill family whom she hates. It can be explained in the Diedre’s monologue:

Lihat betapa cerdasnya aku! 

Kenapa???

Akulah yang membawanya kabur Marla Cahill dari penjara.

Akulah yang membunuh ibu mertuanya.

Akulah yang menangani adiknya yang cacat itu.

Dan, aku telah cukup “berdarah” untuk mendapatkan penghargaan atas kerjaku.

Tak peduli apa pun yang dipikirkan Marla (Jackson, 2009: 194).

She keeps a big secret and a latent purpose behind her good attitude that she shows to Marla. At the end of the story, she will reveal all and her attitude will change drastically. It can be seen in the Diedre’s monologue about her intention: 

“Demi uang, kan? Demi keberuntungan Cahill? Cobalah bersabar dengannya sebentar lagi. Dia adalah tiket untuk menjadi kaya” (Jackson, 2009: 37).
Jonathan is Cissy’s father-in-law. He is always kind to Cissy and his grandson, Bryan Jack, and shows fatherly nature. However, at the end of the story, he exhibits his substantive character. The mastermind of the Cahill family’s murder is him. He cooperates with Diedre who impersonates as Elyse. Diedre or Elyse kills Marla, her own mother. It is clearly described in the dialogue between Cissy and Jack about the relationship between Elyse and Jonathan:
Ada ratusan e-mail, semua dikirimkan oleh seseorang yang bernama Elyse. Surat cinta. Semua ditujukan kepada ‘ Yang tercinta, Jack’. 

”Elyse…Siapakah Jack?’’ Cissy mengerjapkan matanya. 

“Ayahmu?”

Beberapa orang memanggilnya Jack, hanya beberapa orang, tapi tampaknya Elyse memanggilnya begitu kebanyakan isinya tidak jelas, tapi aku bisa menyimpulkan bahwa mereka punya hubungan cinta yang hangat, dan papa berada di balik peristiwa kaburnya Marla dari penjara dan pembunuhan-pembunuhan itu  (Jackson, 2009: 509). 
Those are the ironies in this novel. The irony enriches the story by presenting different effects, deepening characters, supporting the plot structure, describing the attitude of the author and reinforcing the theme. 
 3.2 The weaknesses of The Book

        3.2.1 Characters

There are too many characters in this novel. The author delivers many names that make the readers difficult to remember the relationship of each character. The author’s delienation of the antagonist character is too sadistic. She creates a terrible woman figure that enjoys the tension after killing someone. It can be explained in the Diedre’s monologue after she kills Eugenia:
Kini, bersamaan dengan wiper yang menghapus hujan di kaca mobilnya, jantungnya berdegup agak kencang. Kemenangan yang diperolehnya, adalah satu-satunya hal yang dapat meredakan kekacauan pikirannya. Ia tidak bisa membeli tiket pulang cepat atau penawaran harga dari polisi untuk membayar semua itu. Tidak untuk saat ini.

Tenanglah. Kau bisa menikmatinya nanti... (Jackson, 2009: 28).


3.2.2 Plot 

The combination of flash forward plot and flashback plot is interesting, but it makes the story a bit confusing. The opening of the story, the prologue implies a flash forward plot. In the prologue, the antagonist character is described in a bad condition. She lays in a coma. She is almost dead. It is mentioned from this quotation below:
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“Dia belum juga memberikan respons.” Betul, itu si perawat bersuara cempreng. “Kondisinya sama sekali belum menunjukkan perubahan yang positif. Sebenarnya…yah, Anda dapat melihatnya sendiri.” (Jackson, 2009: 9).


However, the antagonist character is discribed differently from the prologue when we read the following chapters. She is in a good condition and can do many activities. It can be concluded that the following chapters use flashback plot. It is shown in the author’s desciption below:

“Sebelum tangan kurang ajar Jonathan singgah di bokong Diedre, perempuan itu telah bergerak menghindar, seolah telah terbiasa menghadapi kejadian-kejadian yang tak mengenakkan macam itu” (Jackson, 2009: 229).
It makes the story confusing. Then, the readers will encounter the same experiences when they enter the last chapter and read the epilogue. The main character is back in a bad condition. The plot reverts to flash forward. The readers should endeavour to guess what is really happening. It can be seen in the last chapter to epilogue: 
San Francisco

14 Mei

Masih ada yang perlu diurus hal-hal yang perlu didiskusikan dan keputusan-keputusan yang mesti diambil. Jonathan sudah beristirahat dengan tenang, dan Diedre akhirnya meninggal ketika alat-alat bantu kehidupan dilepas dari tubuhnya (Jackson, 2009: 525).
3.2.3 Theme 

The major theme of this novel is revenge. The theme is not good considering that revenge does not provide any advantage. Besides revenge, murder dominates the theme of this novel. There are some despicable scenes and sadistic murders. For the adult readers who love romantic-suspense genre, it may not be a problem, but parents should supervise their children not to read this novel because it is not suitable for children. It also can affect the child's mindset development. 
CHAPTER IV

CONCLUSION  

Lisa Jackson has successfully satisfied the desire of the readers, especially for the romantic suspense novel lovers. She can compose a family conflict that is common in the community to be a different story and very interesting. The combinations of characters, plot and shrewd ironies give the tension that can make the readers fall in love with the story. 

Revenge is the major theme of this novel. The theme of this novel may not give good value for the readers, but they can see the bad consequences of revenge by reading it. So, the readers will be enlightened and wiser.


Based on the review, the strenghts of this novel are the characters, the plot, and the ironies. The combination of them will reduce the weaknesses of the novel. Regardless of its weaknesses and strenghts, Almost Dead is a great novel by Lisa Jackson.
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Abstrak

Tinjauan buku ini bertujuan untuk memberikan gambaran umum mengenai isi novel dan menunjukkan kekuatan dan kelemahan novel. Melalui tinjauan bukul ini, penulis berharap para pembaca dapat memahami sekilas tentang novel Almost Dead. Di dalam resensi ini terdapat beberapa unsur novel diantaranya adalah tema, tokoh, plot dan ironi serta teorinya yang dikemukakan oleh Robert Stanton. Unsur-unsur tersebutlah yang memunculkan kekuatan dan kelemahan pada cerita. Beberapa kekuatan dari novel ini adalah kepandaian pengarang dalam menciptakan tokoh-tokoh yang unik, plot yang menarik dan ironi yang cerdas. Namun terdapat juga beberapa kelemahan novel yaitu munculnya banyak tokoh yang membingungkan para pembaca. Selain itu balas dendam yang mendominasi novel ini memberikan contoh buruk bagi para pembaca.
